HONORED FOR ACCOMPLISHMENTS ON AND OFF THE FIELD

CHICAGO (Aug. 31, 2011)

Thirty high school student-athletes in the Chicago area were honored as finalists in the Positive Coaching Alliance
(PCA) Triple-Impact Competitor Scholarship Program, at an awards dinner on Wed., Sept. 7, at U.S. Cellular Field,
home of the Chicago White Sox.

PCA-Chicago, a nonprofit with the mission to transform the culture of youth and high school sports so that all
athletes have a positive, character building experience, awarded six $1,000 college scholarships to rising high school
seniors who best exemplify PCA’s model of the Triple Impact Competitor: Personal Mastery, making oneself better;
Leadership, making one’s teammates better; Honoring the Game, make the game better. The awards dinner, which
started at 7 pm, was emceed by Chicago Tribune sports columnist David Haugh, and features special guest Jarrett
Payton, a former football standout at St. Viator High School and the University of Miami and son of Chicago Bears
legend Walter Payton.
